• Attend a 4-hour orientation 
• Complete the screening process

o Interview with a member of the leadership team 
o Two reference checks 
o Background check 

 
Mentor Responsibilities / Requirements 
  Spiritual Growth
  1. Your personal relationship with Jesus Christ should be the highest priority in your life 

and kept with utmost diligence by regular Bible reading, prayer and fellowship with 
the Church. 

2. You are required to be regularly attending one worship service per week at Calvary 
Chapel of St. Petersburg. 

3. You must have regularly attended Calvary Chapel of St. Petersburg for six months 
prior to working in this ministry. 

4. You must be a Christian for at least one year.

  1. As you minister to children, you have the responsibility of representing Christ. 

Therefore we expect that you will live out your example with the highest of Christian 
conduct. 

  2. As you minister to children, you will be expected to abstain from all substance abuse 
(drugs, misuse of alcohol, etc.) and live a morally pure life. 

  3. Be committed to your ministry.  (I Timothy 4:15-16, Colossians 3:23)
