STORY POINT: GOD’S PEOPLE REPENTED AND PROMISED TO BE FAITHFUL.

All the people in Jerusalem gathered together early in the morning at one of 
the city gates. Men, women, and children—anyone who could understand—came 
to listen to the reading of God’s Word.

As the sun was just coming up, Ezra the priest brought out 
the book of the law. God’s words were written on a 
scroll. Ezra stood on a high wooden platform and 
began to read.

Ezra read the law for hours, and all the 
people listened carefully. The people 
stood up; they had respect for God’s 
Word. Ezra praised God, and the 
people lifted up their hands. The 
people in the crowd worshiped 
God. Some of the leaders 
explained the law to the people 
The people began to cry. The 
people realized they had sinned.

Ezra, the Levites, and 
Nehemiah the governor said, 
“This day is holy to the Lord your 
God. Do not be sad or cry.” Even 
though the people’s sin made them 
sad, this was a happy day.

Ezra said to them, “Go home and 
prepare a feast! Eat rich food and drink 
sweet drinks. Share what you have.” And again 
Ezra said, “Today is holy to the Lord our God. 
This is not a day to be sad because the joy of the Lord is 
your strength.”

Nehemiah led God’s people to repent and confess their sin. They agreed to 
worship only God and promised to obey Him.

Christ Connection: God’s Word is powerful. When Ezra read God’s Word, the 
people loved God more and changed their ways. The Bible says that Jesus is “the Word.” 
Jesus is God who came to live with people on earth. Jesus has the power to change our 
hearts.
